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The US Army Health Clinic Stuttgart would like to welcome you to this military community.  We hope that you will enjoy your living in the greater Stuttgart area, and that you can experience it in good health.

A significant number of government-sponsored personnel need medical care during their assignment to Germany.  For Active Duty personnel and their family members, as well as for retirees of the Armed Forces, the US Army Health Clinic Stuttgart provides medical care free of charge.  These groups also have priority status for access to this clinic which serves approximately 3,500 patients per month.  Further, these groups are covered by TRICARE which, as you may know, has agreements with certain host nation providers who bill TRICARE rather than the patient.  Unfortunately, the situation for you is likely to be less convenient.

Although all DoD ID card holders are eligible to be seen at this clinic, the medical care for government-sponsored civilians differs from that of the military population in many aspects.  This pamphlet aims at explaining the nature and options of access to military and host nation physicians and hospitals, and addresses some frequently asked questions.

Please feel free to visit our office, so that we can assist you and discuss your individual health care needs and questions.

If you have health concerns or questions that do not represent a medical emergency, please contact the Personal Health Advisor, especially after duty hours. Contacting these nurses may especially be valuable after duty hours, if you have questions about a health condition and are not sure whether or not you should contact the Patient Liaison Coordinator through the military police.  
THE U.S. ARMY HOSPITALS IN HEIDELBERG, LANDSTUHL, AND WUERZBURG

ACCESS

The military hospitals in Heidelberg, Wuerzburg, and Landstuhl (a regional medical center) provide primary and secondary care for DoD ID card holders, including civilians.  Specifically, their primary focus is to provide medical care to Active Duty Service Members and their families, but they will assist other ID card holders on a space available basis.  

You will be seen at Army hospitals for emergency care and may also receive routine care (in particular if referred by a military provider) in one or more of the many specialty clinics.  Additionally, you may be admitted to a military hospital for inpatient medical care.  

Yet, the military hospital will charge you (on a daily basis) the fees levied for the clinic's services.  Such fees vary from one specialty clinic to another and may be significant.  For instance, expenses for emergency room treatment exceed $ 200 (including medication).  Also, all follow-up visits are chargeable.  However, if your military physician only discusses the progress with you, without ordering further tests or additional medication, you should emphasize that you are requesting a "recheck only."  In this case, you will not be charged for this follow up appointment.  Ensure that your physician enters the "recheck only" comment in your medical records.

GERMAN HOSPITALS IN THE STUTTGART AREA

ACCESS

Please note: By law, all German hospitals are obligated to provide emergency medical care to everyone.  In case of emergency, proceed to the hospital nearest to your location.  Should specialty care that the hospital can not provide become necessary, the hospital staff will coordinate with you a transfer to a facility that can provide such care.

The Klinikum Ludwigsburg accepts most US health insurance policies and ​bills the insurer directly (e.g., BC/BS and Mail Handlers BP).  Please contact Frau Logosch for details.  

Other hospitals are generally reluctant to directly bill insurance providers of U.S. citizens.  They cite vastly differing regulations and reimbursement rates and the inability to provide the personnel resources to process these claims or to recoup money if payments were not received.  These hospitals expect payment from the beneficiary and suggest that patients submit their claims soon after the termination of services.

We strongly recommend that DoD-affiliated individuals visit their health plan’s web site or refer to the plan’s benefits brochure to determine if a preferred provider hospital exists which is willing to directly bill the plan.

Addresses and further information on German hospitals are available through the Army Health Clinic.  If you have just arrived in the Stuttgart Military Community, you should have received an invitation to attend a newcomer hospital orientation tour upon inprocessing.  This tour introduces you to the main hospitals in the area and informs about procedures to obtain emergency care.  If you were not informed about this tour, please contact the 6th ASG Inprocessing Center at Patch Bks. and request to attend. 

As a civilian patient, you may use these hospitals as well, yet you must inform the staff upon admission that you are NOT a TRICARE patient.  Do not complete a white or yellow CHAMPUS form, but provide your complete German and APO mailing address, your SSN, and your DSN and home telephone number.   You will be considered a pay patient and should anticipate having to provide a down-payment.  About four to six weeks after your discharge, you will receive a bill which you must normally pay before submitting it to your private health insurance.  Occasionally, the billing sections of these hospital are willing to accept partial payments, but you must indicate your willingness to reimburse them for their services.

COST

The costs of German medical and hospital services are usually below those in U.S. facilities.  They can, however, become very high for emergency care in Intensive Care Units (ICU) and for prolonged hospital stays.  For example, a bone marrow transplant for a child costs more than Euro 50,000 (approximately $ 58,000), plus Euro 750 per day for the ICU treatment.  Routine care rates range from Euro 300 - 500 per day for elective care services (i.e., for semi-private room), plus the costs for chief physician treatment (which varies).

Even though most private U.S. insurance policies will cover such care, you may opt not to receive elective care treatment (“Wahlleistungen mit Chefarztbehandlung”) as a private patient.  Instead, you may request to be treated as a basic care patient (“Allgemeiner Pflegesatz”).  Then, you will probably share a fairly large room with two or more other patients and receive medical care from a team of interns or resident physicians, yet this care is supervised by a senior physician.  Please let the admission office know of your choice.

Please, consider also that German physicians tend to be more conservative than their U.S. counterparts and will keep patients admitted for longer periods of time.  They are also likely to order more, and more expensive, tests and examinations.  These may significantly increase your hospital bill.  Please do also consider that if you do not elect the basic care flat fee, you will—as a private patient—receive bills from each provider and from the hospital separately.  So, don’t be surprised to receive a bill from providers whom you have never met.  Most likely, these providers (or their assistants) performed an x-ray or conducted a laboratory test in the context of your treatment.

It is YOUR responsibility to pay all bills in full and without delay (a grace period is sometimes granted and, if so, indicated on the bill).  Payment can often be made using a major credit card (ask your hospital) or per transfer of funds from your local DoD bank account.  If you fail to pay you bills, the hospital and physicians will employ a collecting agency and eventually request assistance from the German law enforcement agencies/court system. The Status of Forces Agreement (SOFA) does not protect you from such adverse and expensive actions.  The hospital will also inform the Tricare Service Center.  We will first remind you of your obligation to pay as well, and will later contact your employment agency’s supervisor or unit commander for assistance, while protecting your privacy and confidentiality rights.  Please consider that your failure to pay your bills eventually jeopardizes other Americans’ access to health care on the German economy.

Please refer to the ACCESS Section (page 8) for further information about hospitals that accept direct claims processing with certain U.S. health benefits plans.

CULTURAL DIFFERENCES

The many cultural differences between your host nation and the United States also pertain to the medical care you receive from local hospitals and host nation physicians.  Some examples:

· Most nursing staff DO NOT speak English well, yet most physicians are able to communicate in English.  Please consider that the education and training of German nursing staff are not equivalent to that of U.S. nurses.  A “schwester” is not literally a nurse, but a nursing assistant who is merely acting upon a physician’s orders.  In fact, a “schwester” is prohibited from answering medical questions that pertain to your condition, the prognosis, or the details of your treatment.  Please use the “phrase book” available at your TSC should you encounter communication problems.

· Physicians and nursing staff often are not eager (and sometimes outright reluctant) to explain medical procedures in detail.  Such persons are accustomed to a tradition that holds medical staff in high respect and accepts whatever their decisions may be.  German patients are less inclined than their U.S. peers to be “informed customers” and to question every step of a medical procedure.  Consequently, some physicians who are not seeing many American patients may be irritated if you approach them in an “investigative manner.”  Experience shows that if American patients explain to the physicians that it is common in the U.S. to inquire about the specifics of the treatment, doctors will gladly share as much information as possible.  Remember also that many hospital physicians in the German health care system are overworked and underpaid.

· Because of their immense workload, medical doctors are often not able to visit you at the bedside upon your request.  After their rounds (usually with the senior physician) in the morning, they will only return for treatments or in emergencies.  Please, be patient and don’t get upset if your doctor does not answer routine questions until the next morning.  It is therefore advisable to save such questions until the physicians return the next day.

· If you request treatment by a chief physician (“Chefarzt”), you may also be treated by another senior physician or resident.  Minor procedures, such as injections, may also be performed by interns or “schwestern.”  The fact that you requested (and will be paying for) elective nursing care and medical services does not imply that all such services will actually be performed by chief physicians.  Yet, all major procedures (e.g., surgery, anesthesia, etc.) will be performed by such senior doctors or their designated substitutes.

· Your hospital diet may significantly differ from the one you are used to.  Breakfast and supper often consist only of two slices of German bread, Swiss or cream cheese or cold cuts.  German hospital cuisine also relies heavily on pork.  Patients who do not wish to consume pork products should request “kein Schweinefleisch” or vegetarian meals. Depending on availability, they will then receive either vegetarian food or meals without pork.  Meals prepared in with can be prepared. 

Please be prepared for a potential visit of your nearest hospital: acquire its phone number, know how to reach it, and have a medical phrase pamphlet (available in the Tricare Service Center) on hand.

Patient Liaisons are available 24 hours a day to help with admission to, and during the stay in, a German facility.  They may be reached by calling the clinic during duty hours or by contacting the MP desk after duty hours.  

Army Community Services, in association with, the Stuttgart Health Clinic offer offers tours of the four major hospitals to familiarize our beneficiaries with their location and the medical services which they provide. MEDICAL CARE FROM STUTTGART HOST NATION PHYSICIANS

ACCESS

Hundreds of licensed physicians in all specialties serve the population in the Stuttgart area.  And although it is at your discretion to see each and every one, we recommend that you only see those whose English and training are sufficient to ensure that your medical needs are being taken care of.  Enclosed is a list of English speaking providers who have either experience in working with the American military community or have expressed their willingness to do so.  We advise you, however, that this list does not represent an endorsement of a specific provider.  Other providers may exist who can offer services of similar quality.  

The Tricare Service Center will gladly assist you in contacting such providers and booking an appointment.

COST

Should you decide to contact the physician’s office yourself, please inform the staff that you are a private patient (Selbstzahler).  As a private patient, you must expect fees that are higher than those charged to German patients with state mandated insurance.  Nevertheless, you are solely responsible for meeting your financial obligations.  Should you not pay your bill(s) within a certain time period, you will receive one or two reminders.  After your continued failure to pay your bill(s), the physicians or their representatives will contact a collecting agency and, eventually, a German court system.  This procedure can become very expensive and may also impact on your career.  The Stuttgart Health Clinic may notify your immediate supervisor.  Please consider that your failure to pay medical bills may jeopardize the access to medical care for other members of the military community.       

QUALITY OF MEDICAL CARE AND CULTURAL DIFFERENCES

Rigid German licensure requirements ensure that all physicians in private practice (as well as those working in hospitals) have received thorough training.  This generally ensures that the knowledge and expertise of German physicians is comparable with that of their American colleagues.  

As suggested on page 9, cultural differences also exist between American physicians and German physicians.  German physicians may not be accustomed to the need of many U.S. patients to thoroughly investigate all steps of a medical treatment.  They may also not be familiar with dealing with patients of various ethnic and cultural backgrounds.  Most physicians’ staff do not speak English.  Therefore, making an appointment or communicating with the staff may be frustrating at times.  

We encourage you to approach the physician with all your questions and concerns in an open, yet diplomatic manner.  Past examples suggest that once you explain your needs to the physician you will receive excellent, quality treatment.  Should you encounter any significant problems with a specific provider, please feel free to inform the Tricare Service Center.  We will look into your concerns and may take a provider who has not met the needs of the U.S. military community to our fullest satisfaction off our list of recommended providers.  

PHARMACIES

The German physician may issue you a prescription (for which s/he will charge you).  This prescription can generally be filled at any German pharmacy.  Occasionally, a specific medication may not be available and the pharmacy will have to order the product.  You will be able to pick up the medicine within 24 to 48 hours.  You have the option to take the prescription to another pharmacy which may carry the product.  Medications in Germany can be very expensive.  For example, aspirin is almost three times as expensive in Germany as it is in the United States.   Therefore, you may consider buying over the counter products at your local AAFES outlet.  When in need of a prescription drug, please ask your provider to prescribe the less expensive generic equivalent to the brand name drug.

Unlike U.S. pharmacies, their German counterparts do not issue refills.  If you need a refill, you must see your provider again, who then issues another prescription (for which s/he will charge you again).  If you need very expensive medication, you may want to consider seeing a military provider (if you are eligible for MTF care).  Even though you will be charged the civilian outpatient rates for your visit, such rates include the dispensation of medication, including refills.  Unfortunately, U.S. military pharmacies cannot honor host nation prescriptions.   

PREGNANCY AND NEWBORN ISSUES

If you are pregnant, please contact the Stuttgart Health Clinic for information about the Obstetrical Information class offered by the Family Advocacy Maternal-Child Nurse.  This class conveys important information about many aspects of pregnancy, delivery, and post-natal care.  It also discusses the German obstetric system and means to obtain your newborn child's birth certificate from the German municipality.  We strongly encourage you to obtain your child’s birth certificate as soon as possible and to register him or her with DEERS (through your Pass and ID agency).  We recommend that you request an international birth certificate (issued in English) in addition to the one issued in German.  It will cost you about Euro 12, but it may prevent you from experiencing problems once you return to the U.S. or any other country.  The patient liaison coordinators at this clinic cooperate closely with the nurse and participants (e.g., via offering delivery tours) and thus ensure that your labor and delivery will be as smooth as possible.

We hope to have provided you with important information that can help you in case of medical emergencies or to obtain routine care.  Please, feel free to contact us for further questions.
