
Lieutenant General Fulford was commissioned in 1992 after
graduation from the United States Naval Academy.

A career infantry officer, his assignments in the Fleet Marine
Force include Rifle Platoon Commander and Combined Anti-

1/4 including deployments with the 15th Marine
Expeditionary Unit (Special Operations Capable) and 13th
Marine Expeditionary Unit (Special Operations Capable);
Rifle Company Commander in Battalion Landing Team 2/8,
deploying with the 24th Marine Expeditionary Unit (Special
Operations Capable); Operations Officer, 2/8, deploying with
Task Force Tarawa / Amphibious Task Force-East in support
of Operation IRAQI FREEDOM 1; Commanding Officer,
Battalion Landing Team 3/2 deploying twice with the 22nd
Marine Expeditionary Unit; Commanding Officer, Special
Purpose Marine Air Ground Task Force – Crisis Response –
